The Bass Valley Community Centre has been back at work through most of 

January. And even before staff and clients got back, members of the Groupôs 

Committee of Governance have been hard at work painting new weather boards 

for the Hadden House Opportunity Shop. With great support from Van 

Steenselôs Timber and the Paint Place in Wonthaggi, over a hundred metres of 

timber weatherboard has been painted in preparation for repair to some of the 

worn-out exterior of the building.  

All the while the Opportunity Shop has been receiving wonderful amounts of 

wares to be sold. This has coincided with people pouring into the shop on their 

visits to our area for the holidays.  

The last part of our services to be operating again after the holiday break is the 

Occasional Child Care.  Because the demand for child care drops off over the 

holidays, the service has waited until close to the end of January before 

recommencing.  

We have already had warnings from the State Government about the effect of 

hot weather on our older clients. When the forecast average temperature is 30 

degrees or above, the State Government sends out an alert to service agencies 

such as Bass Valley Community Centre. This is estimated by averaging the 

forecast top and over-night lowest temperatures. Older persons are more 

susceptible to the stress of over-heating. It is recommended that on such days 

older persons take a number of precautions. These include: wearing fewer 

layers and cooler clothes, drinking more water than they might normally, limiting 

their time out of doors, and where and if possible spending their time in an air-

conditioned place.  

The Centreôs ñBack to Bassò book was printed just before Christmas and people 

got their order in time for it to be a wonderful present, either for themselves or 

others. Author Tanya Hughes has been very pleased at its reception. The books 

have sold very well and despite our upping the print run by half, there are now 

only a handful of copies left.
